This mystery takes place during a meal starting the moment the group arrives for cocktails and ending approximately one hour after desserts have been served. There is music and laughter and plenty of audience participation as the zany characters interact with your group. The detective (played by one of our standup comedians) calls upon your group to assist in solving the sometimes mystifying but mostly hysterical whodunit. Each table works in teams to try and catch the killer and the evening ends with one team being
