   TWO TYPES OF MYSTERY GAMES

No passively sitting around atching a show at this mystery. ou are IN the mystery!

Type One

In this version of the mystery game your group works in teams of detectives to find the suspects, question them, collect clues and catch a killer! The suspects are professional actors who will give some great clues and some confounding red herrings. And some of them will refuse to answer unless bribed. Will your Private

Eyes be up for the task? This version may be played in a mansion, on a boat, at a museum or any other location with multiple rooms or decks where our suspects can hide in the shadows only to be caught and interrogated by your teams of ruthless investigative agents. This type of mystery works great with food stations set up in different locations so that the teams can grab a bite to eat as they track a murderer.

Type Two

In this version of the mystery game your people aren’t just the detectives they also play the suspects and witnesses. The script, along with several pieces of key evidence, is issued to each team. The members of each team question each other looking for clues, lies and the truth. The fact is, one of YOU is the murderer!!!

This version may be played almost anywhere. Each team gets the same script, the same evidence and the same length of time. Each team then submits their Answer Sheet to a Lead Facilitator who declares the winners. This type of mystery game works best either before or after a meal, or with no meal whatsoever.
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
