The Plot:

The 1920’s atmosphere is set by a Dixieland band. As your guests arrive they need to give the password to the gangster at the door (you pick the password and tell your guests in advance). Of course, with all the unsavory characters packin’ “heaters” it ain’t long before someone gets shot. Shortly thereafter, Eliot Mess

and the Untouchables raid the joint. Is Flossy the flapper really as vacuous as she seems? Is Big Mugsy really as tough as he seems? And why exactly is Eliot Mess “untouchable”? Your group will need to do a

lot of investigating to find the answers to these questions and… Oh yes! Who shot Mumbles? And do we really care? This Roarin’ 20’s murder mystery with a Speakeasy theme is ideal for mid to large size groups.

How it works:

Murder Untouchable is designed to be performed during a meal. Each table works as a team to collect clues,

question suspects and solve the mystery. The first scene takes place in the cocktail hour before dinner.

Subsequent scenes take place between courses. After dinner the suspects are questioned, the tables are given a chance to submit their solutions and a winning team is declared. The mystery runs the length of the meal

plus one hour (approx. 3 hours in total), and includes plenty of comedy, audience participations and ragtime

music.
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
